The Llanover hall building has been set up in line with the Gov COVID -19 social distancing guidelines. We have also received the building compliance certificate from the Council’s H&S department.  
We have put measures in place to keep the classes safe, whilst there is a risk with any group activity we ask that you follow our guidelines to ensure we all keep the risk to a minimum,.
by enrolling on this course/activity you agree to follow these guidelines:
· You are advised to avoid classes if you or a family member has increased vulnerability or if you have been instructed to self-isolate.
· If you have had a test for COVID 19 and are waiting for the results, or if you have tested positive, please do not attend class. 
If you or a household member display symptoms of COVID 19 however mild you must stay at home for 7 days from when your symptoms started, or 14 days if a family member has symptoms – do not attend classes if you have any of the following:
· New continuous cough and/or
· High temperature
· Loss of taste and/or smell
If your symptoms occur after you have enrolled on a class, you may be entitled to a refund for any missed classes.
You are advised to follow good hygiene practices at all times:
· Thoroughly wash your hands with soap and water often – do this for at least 20 seconds, at least at the start and end of class and where opportunities arise during your lesson. 
· use of hand sanitiser gel if soap and water are not available during the day
Access to the building will be through the main entrance – ring the bell for entry.  
Exit via the doors to the side of the building.  Follow the one way system where possible.
Face covering  must be worn when entering, moving around the internal areas, including, corridors, lists, stairwells, toilets and when exiting. Please let a member of staff know if you are exempt from wearing a mask. 
Social Distancing   2m+ at all times.  Seating arrangements allow for safe distancing, we have reduced class sizes to ensure safer distancing.
Tools/Materials  Where possible please bring your own tools/materials.  
Pottery / Jewellery Classes - which require specialist tools please keep to your allocated set of tools, we will ensure that the tools are quarantined for 72hrs after use. 
If you do have to use shared tools or equipment, please ensure they are wiped down before and after use – your tutor will advise on how best to do this.
Personal Items Please keep personal items to a minimum and keep these to your work area at all times.
Refreshments - We will not be providing any refreshments, you may decide to bring a bottle of water/refreshments of your own.
